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Never before has the United States relied more on its 

enlisted military, Reserves, and National Guard 

Forces than in the years following September 11, 

2001.  For school social workers this means that 

there is a greater possibility that children in schools 

not located near large military installations may be 

affected by one or both parents being called to active 

duty. 

School social workers need a comprehensive toolkit 

that can assist in supporting military children who are 

dealing with issues of mobility, deployment, trauma, 

loss, and more.  The American Council for School 

Social Work is committed to providing school social 

workers with resources needed to be effective in 

working with these students in the school             

environment. 

There are many great resources dedicated to our 

military service men and women and their families.  

This pamphlet includes resources that will help 

school social workers to address the growing need 

for support for military families who are more and  

more located away from military bases and whose 

children attend traditional public schools. 

Many organizations are trying to better understand 

the effects of greater utilization of Reserves and 

National Guard members.  School social workers 

can help provide critical information and services to 

students, families, school personnel, and school 

administrators. 

How can you help?   

 During your interactions with students ask if 

their parents, siblings, or other loved ones are in 

the military.  This can be an important piece of 

information when assessing a student or      

developing an intervention plan.  Studies have 

shown that the strain of deployment is not just 

felt by the person in uniform but by the whole 

family unit.  This can be amplified in children as 

they may not have access to much information 

and may be confused about what they see on 

the news or hear from other people. 

 Help students to feel special, not isolated. 

 Encourage extracurricular involvement.        

Students in military families often need time to 

ñbe kids.ò 

 When meeting parents for the first time, ask if 

anyone close is serving in the military.  Find out 

if and how it may be affecting their children.  

Ask what you can do to help. 

 Have regular communication with parents. 

 Request that parents notify the school when 

changes, such as deployment or returning 

parents, will be occurring. 

 If someone in the family is no longer on  

active duty, inquire if there are any needs 

that you can help address.  For some,          

readjustment to civilian life can be          

challenging for individuals and families. 

 Know the military resources, both federal 

and state, that can assist families.  Military 

families are aware of many services but 

there are others, particularly state services, 

of which they may be unaware.   

 Encourage  school administrators to include 

a line on the annual school registration form 

that asks if any loved ones, especially     

parents or siblings, are serving in the      

military.  This can be helpful information 

even when planning for positive school  

celebrations such as for  Veteranôs Day or 

Memorial Day.  

 Rule out other factors before referring a child
